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@ Each student shall obtain advisor's approval on a prescribed form (Appendix 1), and submit this
document to the head of the Department(CSE) (hereafter referred as the "Department Head") within
the period specified in Paragraph 1 for final approval.

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Chapter IV REGISTRATION AND DEGRE

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OURSE COMPLETION
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@ Students are required to register in each semester until all degree requirements have been
completed or until the time-to-degree limit has been reached. The types of registrations are
classified by a normal registration and a research registration.
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1. A normal registration semester means up to four (4) semesters from first registration for Master’s
and Ph.D. Degree Programs, and six (6) semesters from first registration for Joint (Master's & Ph.D.)
Degree Programs, respectively.
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2. A research registration semester means over a normal registration semester, that is, more than
five (5) semesters for Master's and Ph.D. Degree Programs, and seven (7) semesters for Joint

(Master's & Ph.D.) Degree Programs, respectively.
